In 1982 was there an urban bénfu council in operation(20)
in Duduza? -- Yes, there was.

. Was there any reférence made to this council at this

repbr£ back meéting? —-— The urbén bantu council member§ or
the council itself was not present at this meeting. Thef
in fact did not attend any communiiy meeting which was held
at which meeting the_grievanbés:of the éommunity:wefe being
discussed. The .reason for that was that because they had
all that we ﬁere_complaiping.aboht; for instance the houses
were eleqtrified ahd;théy'had:water on ;he premises,_tﬁis did

not éffécf-_them.‘ (30) °

You/...
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You have told us of this complaint of preferential
treatment of councillors. At ﬁhe meeting do you knqw whether
or not this allegation at the ﬁeéting was true or false? --
 COURT : What allegation?

MR BIZOS : That they were preferred ... (Court intervenes)
COURT : This was not alleged. She is stating a fact.

MR BIZOS : I understood that she was ... (Court intervenes)
COURT : No, she is telling us what the facts are. It may
even be stronger than the allegation.

MR BIZOS : Then I withdraw the question. I thought that (10)
she was still referring to what was said at the meeting.

Did you yourself have any personal experience in relation
