AMERICANS CAPTURE CITY

Last week-end troops of the 21st Army Group, which conslsts
of the First Canadian Army, the Second British Army and the
N;nth American Army, under the command of Field-Marshal Mont.
gomery, crossed the Rhine, Germlny's river of destiny, in large
numbers. Since then six armies are crashing into the German de.
fence cast of the Rhine against forces which are so stunned that,
in some sectors, they are able to offer only token resistance. Field.
Marshal Montgomery has set his feet on the road that leads across
open ptalns into the heart of Germany.

On the upper Rhine General Bradley's men have entered
Frankfurt, Aschaffenburg and Wurzburg, east of the river. General
Patton's troops are now nearly half-way across southern Ger.
many towards the border of Czechoslovakia. The latest news from
the battle-fronts suggests that the German front is cracking.

BRITISH SECTOR
At· the northern end of the

front Allied tanks and artillery
are pouring across the bridges
built in record-breaking time
across the Rhine, thus strengh-
ening Field-Marshal Montgomery's
foothold. Kesselring seems to be
giving up his attempts to hold a
fixed front and is trying to con-
tain the separate bridge-heads
forced across the river.
The heaviest fighting has been

on the northern flank. but the 51st
Highland Division. helped by the
Canadians. has cleared Rees and
pushed on to take Speldorf.
They have also driven across

the Emmerich-Wesel railway to
complicate further the German
communications system.
American Ninth Army troops

have broken through the German
defences on the Lippe River. a
few miles from Dorsten. South
of the Lippe they have advanced
beyond Dinslaken.
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It is believed at Shaef that
Field-Marshal Montgomery may
have broken the German defences
in the Rhine bridge-head and that
a security time-lag has been im-
posed in order to allow him to
exploit the situation.
In the central sector American

First Army troops advanced more
than 22 miles through the German
lines north-east of Coblenz. Some
units of this army are now. only
eight miles from General Patton's
forces further south.
First Army troops are now

fighting in Limburg. 21 miles east
of the Rhine and 25 miles north-
west of Mainz.
At the northern end of the front

the Allied armies are making good
progress and some > units have
driven almost 18 miles beyond the
Rhine. In some parts the Germans
have no co-ordinated defence sys-
tem, but beyond Rees they have
brought up reinforcements. and
extremely hard fighting raged
there all day on Monday.

BRIDGE SEIZED
Frankfurt. the largest city yet

reached by the Allies with the
e-xception of Cologne. was vir-
tually deserted when Third At r:lr
troops entered it. At Aschaffen-
burg. Fourth Armoured Division
tanks captured intact a large
bridge over the Main River.

The first is limited
to 50 per cent. of the issued capi-
tal, and when that is reached, the
profits will go to 'the rate reduc-
tion fund.

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That Strange l\lan
Upon The Cross

•

This is holy week. and all those
'who profess the Christian religion
the world over are reminded of
the sufferings and sacrifices of the
Son of Man who died upon the
Cross to redeem humanity from
the chains of sin, materialism,
race and national prejudice, and
bigotry. In their imagination they
can see Him as His persecutors
"laid Him" unresisting on that
rough black Cross. as they drove
the cruel spikes through His
hands and feet and as the Cross
was lifted up and dropped into
its socket. tearing through
nerve and muscle in the merci-
less shock. And the Son of God. in
His awful pain. was looking forth
-on the fair City that had cast Him
out to die. and the soldiers at His
feet throwing dice for His clothes
and the priests brutally exulting
in their victory and the holiday
crowd out to see the spectacle.
The world in miniature was there
before Him-the world for which
he was dying. "And the world
knew Him not."
Because the world did not know

Him, and. therefore. rejected His
doctrine of the Fatherhood of God
and the brotherhood of man; be-
cause the racial barriers which
H~ condemned and sought to re-
move. have been perpetuated by
men. who while professing His
religion. have failed to put it into
practice. humanity to-day is
engaged in a titanic struggle
against those forces which He
denounced over two thousand
years ago. This devastating war,
whose magnitude and ferocity
hava no parallel in history, and
which is rapidly nearing its end,
would not have taken place if
mankind had listened to and fol-
10w2d the teachings of Christ.
But man has rejected the Father-
hood of God and the brotherhood
of man; he has refused to "do unto
other that which he would like
them to do unto him." Indeed he has
chosen Cain's nhilosophy of life;
he is not his brother's keeper.

For this rejection of Christ's
~ teachings and for the refusal to
declare. as St. Paul did when he
stood at the intellectual centre of
the world of his day-Athens-
and on a hill dedica ted to the god
of war, that "God has made of
one blood all nations of men to
dwell upon the earth," humanity
is to-day paying dearly in blood.
All of us, regardless of race,
colour or creed, are drawn into
this bloody conflict. sharing its
brutalities and atrocities. Be-
wildered and confused by this
conflagration, men everywhere
are trying to find a sign from
which the future of the human
race m3:J' be guided. In the words
of Ba'iil Matthews: "Those who
look sUI deeper are asking the
suprema question-Is there any-
where a master-word that can
guide humanity? Has any prophe-
tic voic ~-whether of scientist or
master-organiser, statesman or
philosopher, theologian or poet-
a mess ..ige to give us? Are there
anywh=re the engineers' 'blue
prints' of a new world order?"

As we write. statesmen the
wor ld over are preparing for the
San Fr ancisco conference for the
purpose of answering these ques-
tions. But can they be answered
satisfactorily without the guidance
and assistance of Christ? At the end
of World War No. 1. which was
fought to "end war. to make the
wor ld safe for democracy, and for
the right of all nations. great or
small, to decide their destiny." a
similar gathering was held at
Versailles. but because Christ
and His teachings were excluded
the conference succeeded in laying
the foundations of the present
war. The League of Nations which
was established as the result of the
Versailles' decisions turned out to
be nothing but a veritable "Tower
of Baber' because men thought they
would create a new world order
apart from the Kingdom of God
which Christ sought 'to establish
on e.lrth. The only new order of

In these circumstances he did
net think the time had arrived
for a revision of the Native land
policy.
Some of the best land in the

country was held by Natives in
the Transkei. A great deal had
bee, done for the benefit -)1 the
Native under the 1936 land legis-
lation and the Government con-
templated an extensive pro-
gramme of rehabilitation in the
Native areas when material and
technical staff became available.
Up to the present the Govern'

ment had bought over 1~ million
morgen for Native settlement for
nearly £5,000,000. Large sums had
been spent on improvement
schemes in the Native areas
amounting to almost £2·500·000·
It seemed that the public dil

not appreciate what was being
done in making effecti ve use of
the Native areas for Native settle'
ment. In due course he would
lay on the Table of the House a
statement of the activities of the
Department of Native Affairs in
this direction in the past year.
The information contained in this
statement would give a reoly to
much of the ill-advised criticism
that had been circulated not only
in the Union, but also abroad.

EDUCATING NATIVES
The Native Affairs Department

had highly trained agricultural
officers and engineers constantly
employed in educating the Natives
in the proper use of their land,
in providing water supplies ann
other matters.

Every effort was being made to
stimulate crop production, to im-
prove the breed of Native cattle.
and to establish irrigation schemes
where circumstances permitted.
A system of agricultural training
for Natives had been established
at the Fort Cox Native school of
agriculture and the three sister-
institutions in the Transkei.
where Natives were taught how

life. which will bring peace and
happiness to mankind, is that
which is based on Christ's philo-
sophy of life-a philosophy for
which He was persecuted, cruci-
fied and suffered death upon the
Cross of Calvary. According to
Him there should be no distinc-
tions among the peoples of the
world based on race, colour or
creed, because these lead to a
clash of interests and then to end-
less strife.
This is undoubtedly the last

Easter of the war. and as we re-
member the sufferings of Christ
we should ask ourselves whether
the way which has brought so
much misery and suffering to
humanity is not the fruit of our

_rejection of the principles of
Christianity, and whether we
have not abandoned Christ's re-
ligion for the religion of race and
colour prejudice.

grow fruit in every climate."
This is the only way by which a
brave new world can be created.

A PROPER SURVEY

Briefly. the Department of
Native Affairs had in mind a
proper survey of each Native area
by a body of administrative
officers and experts tra-- ed in soil
conservation. Side by side with
this, the purchase of the rest of
the land in the released areas
would proceed and would form
an integral part of the Govern-
ment's programme of reconstruc-
tion.
An essential part of the scheme

would be the limitation of stock
to the carrying capacity of the
veld and controlled rotational
grazing. "1 am aware that this
proposal is not popular with the
people, but there is no alterna-
tive jf the land is to be saved."
While the redistribution and

better use of the land would pro-
vide allotments for a larger
population, there would always
be a large section who would
remain landless and who would
have to depend on industrial em-
ployment. For them the Govern-
ment had in mind the establish-
ment in the Native areas of rural
villages. Instructions had been
given, at the beginning. to esta-
blish one of these settlements in
the released area near King
William's Town. Much would de-
pend on the success of -this ex-
periment.
The conditions of occupaton

would provide for eventual free-
hold title to Natives of good char-
acter. In establishing these vil-
lages the department would bear
in mind their accessibility to
places of employment so that
family life might be preserved A
scheme of this nature had recent-
ly bee-r approved at Johanneburg
and other urban centres were con-
sidering similar action- The pos-
sibility of establishing industries
near the Native areas was also
being considered.

IN INDUSTRY
While Natives had made a great

contribution to the Union's indus-

The Sabbath Day

We dealt with the fourth Com-
mandment last month, which bids us
observe the "rest" day, or what we
commonly call the Sabbath day. Now
when a person is told to observe the
Sabbath day. the question at once is:
"Which is the Sabbath day"? The
Sabbatarians say the Sabbath is
Saturday and not Sunday, while the
rest of Christendom observe Sunday
as their rest day. Which therefore, is
the Sabbath day to be observed by
all?

The Jews. up to the time of the
Lord even unto ths day, held the
Sabbath on Saturday. The apostles
changed it to Sunday the first day of
the week; therefore the apostles
held their Sabbath on Sunday and
not on Saturday. Moreover, the
Apostle Paul says that the Jewish
Sabbaths are not obligatory upon
Christians. Yet a Sabbath day is 'LO
be observed, and those who' observe
it on the first day of the week do so
under apostolic authority. Did not
the Lord give the apostles power to
"set all things in order"?
Let me quote from a very interest-

ing. article in one Bible Commentary,
which struck me as being at once
clear, logical and helpful. It runs
thus:

"The same portion of time which
constituted the Seventh day from the
creation, could not be observed in all
parts of the earth; and it is not pro-
bable,. therefore, that the original
law expresses more, than that a
Seventh day, or one day in seven,
the Seventh day after six days of
labour, should be thus appreciated,
from whatever point the enumeration
might set out, or the hebdomadal
cycle begin. For if more had been in-
tended, then it would have been
necessary to establish a rule for the
reckoning of days themselves, which
has been different in different
nations; some reckoning from even-
ing to evening, from midnight to mid-
night. etc.
"Holden says, 'In the original in-

stitution it is stated in general terms,
that God blessed and sanctified the
Seventh day, which must undoubt-
edly imply the sanctity of every
Seventh day; but not that it is to be
subsequently reckoned from the first
demiudergic day. Had this been in-
cluded in the command of the Al-
mighty, something, it is probable,
would have been added declaratory
of the intention; whereas express-
ions the most undefined are employ-
ed; not a syllable is uttered con-
cerning the order and number of the
days; and it cannot reasonablv be
disputed that the command is . truly
obeyed by the seperation of every
Seventh day, from common to sacred
purposes, at whatever given time the
cycle may commence' '. At the con-
clusion of each division of the week
of creation, it is said, 'The evening
and the morning were the first day,
etc" but at the termination of the
whole, it is called the Seventh day; a
diversity of phrase, which, as it
would be inconsistent with every
idea of inspiration to suppose it un-
designed, must have been intended to
denote a day, leaving it to each
people as to what manner it is to be
reckoned' '" The terms of the law
are: 'Remember the Sabbath day, to
keep it holy." With respect to time,
it is here mentioned in the same
indefinite manner as at its primeval
institution, nothing more being ex-
pressly required than to observe a
day of sacred rest after every six
days of labour, The Seventh day is to
be kept holy; but not a word is said
as to what epoch the commandment
of the series is to be referred; nor
could the Hebrews have determined
from the decalogue what day of the
week was to be kept as their
Sabbath. The precept is not, 'Re-
member the Seventh day of the
week, to keep it holy,' but 'Remem-
ber the Sabbath day, to keep it holy,'
and in the following explication of
these expressions, it is not said that
the Seventh day of the week is {he
Sabbath, but without restriction,
'The Seventh day is the Sabbath of
t're Lord thy God;' not the Seventh
a -cording to any particular method
of computing the septer.ary cycle,
but, in reference to the six before
mentioned, every Seventh day in
rotation after six of labour ".

"Tt is not, however, left to every in-
dvidual to determine which day
should be his Sabbath. though he
should fulfil the law so far as to
abstract the 7th part of his time from
labour. It was ordained for worship,
for public worship; and it is there-
fnr'" necessary that the Sabbath
should be uniformly observed by a
whf'je community at the same time.
"The first Sabbath kept In 'ihe

'Vork of \Velfare
Society

Present-day meat shortages are
particularly serious for dogs be-
longing to Africans. as any reduc-
tion in trieir meagre diet lessens
stamina and makes them more
susceptible to disease. There has
been little meat in location butch-
er sheps for months and any meat
obtained is tGO scarce to be given
to dogs. Location dogs used to get
sour milk. but this has also been
scarce. During the past six weeks
there has been none in Orlando
where about 16,000 dogs are kept.

Feeding dogs which are ill and
destroying those past saving are
two of the many tasks of the
voluntary workers of the Bantu
Animal Welfare Society. More
than 3.COO animals were treated
01 destroyed last year. The chair-
man of the Society told a repre-
sentative of The Star that loca-
tion dogs are existing on a diet
of mealie-meal porridge with per-
haps a little gravy. The society
is destroying all the bitches. in
litters they come across now, to
reduce the dog population.

GREYHOUNDS
One of the matters the society

is investigating is the breeding of
greyhounds and whippets in
locations and the use of these
animals on private tracks which
are often unsuitable.
The society's mobile clinic visits

each African township once a
week, and in each township an
African is employed to treat minor
ailments, keep a note of more
serious ones 'for zhe clinic staff to
treat, and to report cases of
cruelty.
The society hopes to build soon

a permanent clinic in .Orlando,
where there will be shelter for
sick horses and donkeys; kennels
and a store ~ room for medicines
and minor [operations, The pro-
ceeds of a recent street collection
which amounted to £372, will be
used for the clinic.

STRANGLES
For the past two and a half

months the society's voluntary
helpers have been fighting an out,
break of strangles in donkbys,
horses and foals. ~he disease is
contagious and infectious and has
spread through the township so
rapidly that about half the ani-
mals in the townships have had it
this year. The society's workers
have saved hundreds of lives with
sulpha drugs. and with advice on
treatment and feeding.
One of the many difficulties

faced by the society is the work
of witch doctors. For six weeks
a pony was treated for strangles
and about £7 was spent on sulpha
drugs for it. The pony was re-
covering when the owner consult-
ed a witchdoctor who gave it
"medicine." The pony died in a
few hours and it was found to
have been poisoned.

NO PETS
Since the society built a dipping

tank sarcoptic mange which is a
notifiable disease, has decreased
considerably. Most Africans, par-
ticularlv those in Alexandra
Township, greatly appreciate· the
society's work. for most Africans
keep animals for use and not as
pets, and the loss or Illness of an
animal represents loss of income.
Dogs are regarded as valuable
guardians of prooerty and are
bred for s=Ie. and other animals
are used for transport, drawing
vehicles or for milk.
