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At the last Council Meeting one of the i1tems on the
Agenda was the appointment of the Deputy Manager of the Non-
European Affairs Department,

The recommendation before the Council was that Mr. L.
V, Robinson be appointed, I was not in the Council Chamber
at the time this i1tem was considered,

Raadalld Venter» the Whip of the Nationalist Party»
commented on my position as Mayor» saying that it was a
tradition that during his year of office» the Mayor should
not be political» and suggested that in connection with the
recommendation before the Council I had acted in a political
matter» iIn a manner unworthy of the Mayor.

According to newspaper reports» he stated

1. That the Management Committee had unanimously agreed to
appoint a Mr. J. C. de Villiers as the Deputy Manager
(the other applicant being considered for the post).

2. That I had attended a Caucus Meeting of the United Party.

3. That at that Meeting | had made a venomous attack on
Mr. de Villiers.

4* That 1 had advised the Urban Bantu Council of the Manage-
ment Committee decision to appoint de Villiers.

5 That 1 had consulted the Urban Bantu Council to ascertain
their views on the acceptability of his appointment.

6. That having found this appointment unacceptable to the
Urban Bantu Council» that 1 had induced the Caucus to
appoint Robinson» thus overruling the Management Com-
mittee decision.

7. That the effect of this was that a junior body (the Urban
Bantu Council) was bringing pressure to bear to iInfluence
the Council®s decisions.

Let me answer trese matters point by point.

1. The Management Committee had not made a decision to
appoint Mr. de Villiers prior to the Cauous Meeting.
(Reference to the Minutes of the Management Committee
will prove thise)

2. 1 did attend the Caucus Meeting In question. The Acting
Chairman of the Non-European Affairs Committee asked me to
be present because of my intimate knowledge of the depart-
ment, and the applicants. He felt my views would be help-
ful to the Caucus. As far as | was concerned this was
not a political matter, so | acceded to his request.

3» Two good applicants were being considered for the post.

Both had merit. I deny emphatically that | made derogatory
statements about Mr. de Villiers.
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4. The Management Committee had not taken a decision to
appoint de Villiers.

5. At no time did 1 contact any member of the Urban Bantu
Council, nor did I have any discussions with any member
of the Urban Bantu Council regarding this matter.

6. As the Management Committee had not taken a decision to
appoint de Villiers, there was no question of overriding
a Management Committee decision.

7. The reply to question 5 answers this.

I say again, that as far as 1 am concerned, the appoint-
ment of the Deputy Manager of the Non-European Affairs Depart-
ment is not a political matter, and | sincerely regret tiat
CHr. Venter saw fit to take me to task in the Council Chamber
without being sure of his information.
