A CRUCIAL DECISION
BISHOP OF JOHANNESBURG THE RT. REV. R.

AMBROSE REEVES, LIKE MANY OTHER .PEOPLE,
HAS NEVER DISGUISED IDS INTENSE OPPOSI-
TION TO THE BANTU EDUCATION ACT. HOW-
EVER TRAGIC IT HAS BEEN TO DECIDE TO
CLOSE DOWN ANGLICAN SCHOOLS, HE HAS
SHOWN NOT ONLY CONSISTENCY BUT ADMIR-
ABLE SINCERITY.

No doubt, to many teachers to
whom daily bread will now ~
loom larger than standing ~
for a principle, when they ~
think of what they will do ~
from the' first day of April, ~
1955, the decision will seem
to be one that should have
been avoided. Many parents
will think of what to do for
the education of their child-
ren, and for a while, may
feel any type of education,
however bad, is better than
no education at all.

Not only the teachers and
parents, but also the Depart-
ment of Native Affairs, need
to think calmly on the
Bishop's decision. and accord
him the respect he deserves
for having obeyed his' con-
science and made a decision
whose consequences could
not have been concealed
from him..

What will the Government
do? one may ask. This is a
question for them to answer.
All we can do is to suggest
two things open to the Gov-
ernment. One would be to
revenge by doing nothing or
even shutting out of schools
the 200 teachers and 10,000
children who will be affect-
ed. The second thing would
.be to regard the Anglican
decision as a fine opportu-
nity to accommodate these
teachers and children in
altetflative schools.

Withoht in any way ceasing
to ste in the Bantu Educa-
tior Act something which
should, in all conscience,
never have been done, we
would feel the authorities
would have succeeded in

, descending' to a lower level
of their reputation by find-
ing in Bishop Reeve's deci-
sion a chance to vent their
spleen.

The Bishop's decision is going
to be a test both to the Gov-
ernment and to the people.
May they emerge from it in
a wa ythat will be no re-
proach to them in the days
that lie ahead.
